Comparing the World Field Target Match 
to the recent 1999 Georgia Southern Regional Match with 36 
shooters provides Airgunning Atlanta with a measurement of the 
intense coordinated effort that will be required if Airgunning 
Atlanta were to host the World Championship match in year 2000.
